• rLead allows the iPod to be charged while connected to Solo using a USB plug linked to an 
Apple’s power supply 

 
Control of the music is simple, as the central control keys on the Solo operate the iPod in the same 
way as the iPod’s own control wheel. Listings of music by Artist, Genre, Album and Track are all 
available as well as feedback on transport controls such as Play, Stop, Fast Forward and Rewind.
